Today we are going to learn
all about a special type of
word that we might see in
some stories. Firstly, warm
up your brains by practicing
writing your name 5 times.

Sometimes the words we say
are ‘sound words’ which
means they sound like the
word you are using. For
example, ‘squelch’ sounds
like the noise your shoe
might make if you
squelched in some sticky
mud. Or if someone ran past
you super-fast they might
make the sound ‘whoosh’.
The posh word for this is a
very tricky word indeed. It is
onomatopoeia.
